Competitive Events - A Beginners Guide

Basically 2 different types

Open Meets: These are events for individuals which usually last all day. To enter, the
swimmer fills in the appropriate entry form indicating which of the events in the itinerary
they wish to swim. Worite appropriate cheque depending on number of events entered
together with entry form and hand to Craig Airey a good few days before the closing date.
Turn up on the day of the event. Swim fast. Take home medals.

Team Galas:These are team events against other clubs and usually last 2-3 hours. Dean
picks the team and displays it in the glass fronted board up to 2 weeks before the event. If
selected, tick against name. If a free coach is provided, please utilise. If not, make own
way to the event on time and Dean will organise who swims where. No medals or costs
involved, just glory in bringing yet another big victory for Etwall Eagles.
